This note is to inform you that the ACE CIP Code has been revised to 4 separate codes in order to delineate between ACE At-Risk, ACE Special Needs, ACE Severe Needs and ACE Combined programs. The criteria for each ACE CIP Code was reviewed and approved by the ACE Board. This addition of specific ACE codes will improve VE-135 trend data to appropriately reflect and compare like programs for proper data analysis.   Please refer to the ACE attachment for CIP Code numbers and ACE program definitions per code.

ACE CIP CODES

Students in these programs are at-risk of not graduating within four years.  They have the option to remain in school until they become a Program Completer, graduate from high school, or turn 21.  
Four CIP Codes:

· ACE At-Risk:  . Primarily students in regular education at risk of not graduating on time; curriculum and minimum requirements not changed; accommodations may be made to curriculum, but not modifications.  This program may include a small number (typically no more than 10%) of students with mild or moderate needs, but should not include students with severe needs unless no other program is available for those students.  Outcomes:  Graduation and employment, continuing education, or military.”
· ACE Severe Needs:  Primarily students with Severe Needs.  Outcomes:  Graduation and employment or supported employment.
· ACE Special Needs:  Primarily students in Special Education who have mild to moderate disabilities.  Outcomes:  Graduation and employment, continuing education, or military.
ACE Combined:  This class has close to an equal number of students who are at-risk and those who have special education needs. Outcomes:  Graduation and employment, continuing education, or military
