Requirements of RFP

The funds for this grant are restricted to expenditures related directly to the costs of running a CCCS sponsored Math-in-CTE workshop at the consortium or regional level for a period of one (1) year starting during the summer of 2009.  CCCS will provide grant funds for up to four (4) regional professional development workshop series.  The Math-in-CTE workshop must follow the model developed by the National Research Center for Career and Technical Education (NRCCTE).  Specific deliverables include:

Specific deliverables include:

· Recruitment of teacher teams

· Professional development for teams of math and CTE teachers of no less than ten (10) days throughout the year.

· Evaluations completed by workshop participants.  Evaluation documents will be provided by CCCS.

· Ongoing monitoring of teacher engagement through periodic e-mail contacts and/or site visitations.

· Logistical support for the meetings.

· Submission of a final report that will include a summary of the activities, evaluation, expenditures related to conducting the workshop.  In addition, you will be asked to submit any materials that were specially created for or modified for your workshop. The final report format will be provided by CCCS.
Proposed Participants

Identify one to two career areas that you propose as the focus of the Math-in-CTE professional development.  A career area may represent a cluster or some other set of careers that are related in terms of standards and curriculum.  Under each area, identify schools and number of teacher teams at each school that have expressed interest in participating.  A team consists of a CTE teacher AND a math teacher that can interact on a regular basis.  It is required that the CTE and math teachers are from the same school.  You must identify at least five (5) teams for the completed RFP.   If your grant request is funded, we ask that you recruit at least five (5) additional teams.  CCCS can provide some statewide dissemination of workshop information to help recruit teams from outside your region.

Budget 

Submit a budget and budget narrative indicating how you will use the grant funds.  A sample budget and narrative based on previous workshops is attached as Appendix A to this application.  The maximum request for this grant is $15,000.  It will be necessary for the grant recipient to supplement the grant in order to conduct the workshop. Consider using Perkins IV funds, other appropriate Federal funds, other grant resources, or locally budgeted funds to supplement the budget.   No project will be funded without a budget narrative explaining the use of funds.

Facilitator Costs – In order to qualify for grant funds, the recipient must use facilitators who are trained in the use of the Math-in-CTE professional development model.  There should be at least one Lead Facilitator and one Teacher Facilitator Team for each career area proposed.  It is the responsibility of the organization to negotiate facilitator costs with individual facilitators. Sample Budget Narrative
Lead Facilitator Costs - A stipend, travel, and lodging expenses will be provided for the lead facilitator through this grant and regional Perkins IV grant funds.  One Lead Facilitator @ $ $8,000

Teacher Facilitator Costs – A stipend, travel and lodging expenses will be provided for Teacher Facilitators (one CTE teacher and one math teacher).  Two teacher facilitators @ $5,000 ($2,500 each). They will assist in the workshops and provide technical assistance throughout the year.  These teachers will provide sample lessons and feedback on using Math-in-CTE in the classroom.

Qualified Lead Facilitators have completed national Math-in-CTE facilitator training provided by the National Research Center for Career and Technical Education.. Qualified Teacher Facilitators have been trained by a Lead Facilitator in the Math-in-CTE apprentice model.
