ACTION STEP DESCRIPTION DETAILS:

1.  Per the Perkins Act, Section 132 (3)(B), “Funds allocated to consortium…shall be used only for purposes … that are mutually beneficial to all members of the consortium...Such funds may not be reallocated to individual members of the consortium for purposes benefitting only 1 member of the consortium.”

2.  Your exemplary efforts in the past few years of leading your member districts toward a better understanding of this concept and of being more strategic and regional with their Perkins planning are greatly appreciated!  

3.  Planning Perkins funding should be strategic for the region of the State in which the Consortium members are located but individual action steps still need to indicate specifically which districts and CTE programs are benefitting from the costs in that action step and how.

4.  This allows quicker review and reconciliation of voucher submittals since our fiscal staff must check to see that the spending aligns with the Perkins Local Plan.

5.  This allows better documentation for the location of Perkins purchased items which is information needed by Perkins monitoring personnel to follow when they monitor member districts.

6.  CCCS has prepared an Action Step template that could be used to help as you prepare action step descriptions so that the description provides the information needed to approve Perkins Local Plans.
