DID MY DISTRICT HAVE AN A-133 AUDIT?

1. To find out if an A-133 audit has been completed  for your district, please go to this website:  http://harvester.census.gov/sac/;

2. Click on “Search the Single Audit Database;”

3. Select “Retrieve Records;”

4. Under search for status of submissions select “entity search;”

5. Enter the name of the district you are looking for and select “view results”. 

· If your district is listed, you had an A-133 Audit.  The A-133 Single Audit Report needs to be sent to CCCS.  It usually is located as a section within the District’s annual audit report.  If it is easier, you can send a copy of the entire audit report.  The District’s fiscal personnel should be aware of this report and how to access it. If fiscal personnel indicate that the audit report is not yet completed, send the completed audit report from the last fiscal year (within the last 2 years.)

· If your district is NOT listed, you need to sign the A-133 Single Audit Report waiver and send it to CCCS.  

· For stand-alone, stand-alone exempt districts and Consortia Fiscal Agents, this waiver form is located within the CTE Online Account, as part of the Award Packet.  The Award Packet is posted after two conditions are met:
  a. The Perkins Local Plan is Approved and
  b. The date is later than October 1.
The original, signed form would be included with the other documents of the Award Packet and mailed to CCCS by regular mail.  Carefully follow all directions in the Award Packet section of the Perkins Local Plan.  These directions  include the address to mail all the documents.

· For consortium member districts, the form is e-mailed to the District from the consortium director or the form can be downloaded from: http://www.coloradostateplan.com/admin_handbook.htm 
· Scroll down on this webpage to the bar that reads “Click here to access Consortia Related Materials.”  Click on that bar.
· The document is titled “Consortium Member Cert of Exempt from OMB A-133.” 

· Do not send both the waiver and the Audit Report.  If you have an A-133 Audit Report, no one from the District would be allowed to certify that you are waived from having an audit report!
