Important updates for Perkins Consortia:

NEW DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED:

1.  Starting with the FY2011-2012 Perkins Local Plans, for the Award Packet to be approved and Voucher 1 to be posted, additional documents must be received by CCCS.  Each member District must provide additional documentation as described below.  Each member district’s signed documents can be either e-mailed or faxed.

2.  Each Consortium’s Fiscal Agent’s Award Packet documents must be signed and the originals mailed to CCCS via regular mail, as has always been done in the past.  Please also attach a printed copy of any e-mails that were sent to CCCS that contained member districts’ documents.  The Award Packet contents for the Consortium Fiscal Agent will not change.  These documents are accessible when the Award Packet is posted to the Consortium’s Perkins Local Plan within the Consortium’s CTE Online Account.  The Award Packet is posted after two conditions are met:
 a. The Perkins Local Plan is Approved and
 b. The date is later than October 1.

3.  Districts who are members of a Perkins Consortium will need to provide the following documentation:
	
a. Signed Assurance of Compliance-Civil Rights Certificate – member District’s document can be e-mailed or faxed.  AND

EITHER b. (received less than $500,000 total of all federal funds)
OR c. (received $500,000 or more total of all federal funds) as noted here:

b. Signed A-133 Single Audit Report waiver - member District’s can be e-mailed or faxed.  (Remember: Consortium Fiscal Agent’s must be original and mailed with other Award Packet documents.) OR

c. Copy of the most recently completed A-133 Single Audit Report – member District’s can be e-mailed, faxed or can e-mail a web address (url) where the report is posted.  (Remember: Consortium Fiscal Agent’s must be mailed with other Award Packet documents.)

RELATED INFORMATION:

1.  A specific date for receipt of the member district’s documents has not been set but these points should be considered:
a. District documents should be signed by someone with authority, within the new fiscal year, to represent the district;
b. The documents from each district, combined with the Consortium Fiscal Agent’s Award Packet materials, constitute a complete, approvable Award Packet; Voucher 1 can only be posted after the complete Award Packet is approved; the Voucher 1 submittal must be received by CCCS no later than Dec. 31.
c. The Consortium Award Packet materials should be processed immediately upon being posted to the Consortium’s Perkins Local Plan within the CTE Online Account.

2.  If the Consortium Perkins Administrator prefers to have the member districts send the documents directly to CCCS, it is recommended that these procedures be followed:
a. If scanned and e-mailed, always copy the Consortium’s Perkins Administrator.  E-mail to casey.sacks@cccs.edu
b. If faxed, include an e-mail address that CCCS staff can use to send confirmation of receipt of the fax.  This confirmation e-mail will be copied to the Consortium’s Perkins Administrator. 

3.  The member districts can access their required documents in one of two ways:
a. The Assurance of Compliance-Civil Rights Certificate and the A-133 Single Audit Report waiver can be e-mailed to the Districts from the Consortium’s Perkins Administrator.
b. The Assurance of Compliance-Civil Rights Certificate and the A-133 Single Audit Report waiver will be posted to the Administrators’ Handbook web page. (Directions about how to access these on that webpage are included in the document titled, “Did District Have A-133 Audit.”


4.  HOW DO I KNOW WHETHER TO SEND b. or c.?  If personnel do not know whether or not they have an A-133 Single Audit Report, please follow the steps in “Did District Have A-133 Audit.”

5.  We already have on file the A-133 Single Audit Report of the Consortia Fiscal Agents that are System Colleges (CAVOC, Pikes Peak CC Consortium, San Luis Valley Consortium, TSJC Consortium) but we still need the appropriate documents from each district that is a member of these four consortia.
