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SAMPLE AGREEMENT

PROGRAM ARTICULATION AGREEMENT

I.
PURPOSE

The purpose of this agreement is to set forth procedures for the implementation of a transfer agreement, which provides for transcription of certain credits and competencies from the Name of High School CTE program into the CTE program at Name of College.

The benefit of this agreement is to provide a smooth transition for secondary students who wish to continue their education after graduation in a post-secondary transfer or Career & Technical Education program.

II.
TERMS OF THE AGREEMENT

This transfer agreement shall commence Semester, Year and continue on a year-to-year basis unless terminated as describe in Section III below.

III.
TERMINATION WITHOUT CAUSE

Either institution may terminate this agreement at any time during its term, without cause, by giving written notice to the other institution. Such notice will not be given beyond Two Days Before Agreement Date, prior to the agreement date of Agreement Date, and shall include a termination date which coincides with the official end of the academic year (final day of the Spring Semester). In the event of termination, it is understood that Name of College will be obligated to accept for transfer the credits and competencies from Name of High School seniors who have successfully completed their course work. Random testing of students may be used to evaluate the degree of knowledge being retained. Lack of performance by students will cause this agreement to be re-evaluated.

School District Responsibilities
1. It shall be the responsibility of Name of High School to consistently provide a qualified credentialed instructor.


2. It shall be the responsibility of Name of High School to provide the appropriate printed material to their students describing the conditions of the program. Lesson plans and curricular material must address the competencies contained in the courses approved in this agreement.


3. It shall be the responsibility of Name of High School to collect and pay all necessary fees for students enrolled in all Name of College course work.


4. It shall be the responsibility of Name of High School to inform students of all registration, drop dates, and regulations so course work can be transcripted in a timely manner.


5. It shall be the responsibility of Name of High School to encourage the teacher working with this agreement to attend any course work offered by Name of College that is specific to enhancing the quality of education being taught for articulation.

Name of College Responsibilities

1. It shall be the responsibility of Name of College to provide technical assistance and support to the Name of High School agriculture instructor in the areas of content, course objectives and teach instruction if necessary. This assistance will be provided by the Name of College instructor(s) who teach the articulated course(s). This agreement does not include the use of equipment. High Schools are encouraged to make arrangement to come on campus to use equipment or laboratories as needed.


2. It shall be the responsibility of Name of College to provide information concerning registration, drop dates, and all regulations important to transcripted credit.


3. Financial Provisions

a. The Name of High School will pay $??.00 per credit hour for students enrolled in articulated Name of College courses.


b. Name of College will reimburse Name of High School $??.00 per credit hour for each student.


c. Funds reimbursed to Name of High School are designed to help offset instructional and educational costs incurred.
Conditions of Articulation
Name of High School and Name of College agree that the performance objectives covered in the attached courses at Name of High School will be accepted in partial fulfillment of the requirement for a Degree or Certificate in the Name of College CTE Program with the following stipulations:

1. The student must submit a completed Name of College application form including a copy of his/her high school transcripts, a copy of the Credit Acceptance Request Form, and a letter of recommendation with a verification statement attached from the high school instructor. Students much have met all of the competencies of the course at Name of High School.


2. A student transcripting articulated credits to Name of College must have a minimum grade average “B” or better and pay the appropriate semester credit hour fee for articulated credit before high school courses are transcripted.


3. Name of College courses which have been approved for articulation credit in this agreement will be transcripted with appropriate course prefixes, numbers, titles, and grades.


4. Notification of substantive changes, such as changes of content, credit, or contact hours, made by one institution to the courses covered by this agreement will be given to the other institution.


5. Name of High School and Name of College courses covered in this agreement are listed below. Other courses may be added to the list as the two institutions agree.
